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 The Presbyterian Hunger Program (PHP) works to feed hungry people and end hun-

ger in our community, our nation, and our world through raising awareness, providing op-

portunities for response, and reaching out to those in need. It addresses hunger and its 

causes in five program areas outlined in the Common Affirmation 

on Global Hunger:

 Each month, on the 3rd Sunday, we take up an offering for hunger ...The 4 Cents A 

Meal Offering.  This offering is divided and sent to three agenciesðSmyrna/LaVergne 

Food Bank, Meals on Wheels and the presbyteryôs hunger program for Middle Tennessee. 

We encourage you to participate in this community ministry.  If you have an old jar, large 

glass, etc. we also have a piece of paper that looks like the logo shown to the left that you 

can wrap around that jar, to remind you to put your pennies, nickels, dimes and quarters into 

the jar to fight hunger. 

 Many people in our community are unemployed or underemployed due to the reces-

sion.  In an effort to get the word out about available state government jobs, the Tennessee 

Department of Human Resources (DOHR) periodically announces job openings across Ten-

nessee.  These jobs are considered "career service" positions, so you must apply through the 

DOHR which will then "rate" your application and determine if you have met the basic job 

qualification requirements.  If you do, your name will be placed on an employment register 

from which job candidates will be selected.  Some positions require you take a test to be 

rated, but many do not.  

 On Wednesday, August 25, 2010, DOHR posted seventy-three (73) job classifications 

for acceptance of online applications.  These vacancies are open to both state and non-state 

employees.
